This project has examined fiscal behaviour of subnational governments in India in the following areas: revenue, expenditure and fiscal transfers and subsidies by major category; expenditure by major program, function and economic classification and by Government of India flagship scheme; and budget and actual expenditure variance. The project addressed the following specific questions: How have successive Finance Commissions articulated the model of fiscal federalism in India? Have increases in transfers been accompanied by / led to changes in deficit financing? How have States allocated additional resources across sectors, functions, programs and major economic categories?
